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IT has been 20 years since World War II veteran Vern McTye was in an Anzac Day march, but tomorrow he has prime position in a Jeep provided by the RSL.

At 86, his legs don't carry him as well as they used to.

He had to give the march away when the hills got too difficult but tomorrow he is taking part in Hobart's parade along with family.

Service to the country is in the McTye blood.

His father served in World War I and was awarded a Distinguished Conduct Medal, which Mr McTye's son will wear tomorrow.

His daughter served for 20 years, making the rank of lieutenant-colonel, and his grandson is in the navy.

He has been an RSL member for 64 years and a regular at his local service in Lenah Valley and the Hobart service.

``Sometimes I feel like I am the only one who served left, I have lost so many friends along the way,'' he said.

``I saw dreadful things, it was so bad that a lot of people don't even believe the things that happened.

``I guess I realise that I am one of the lucky ones.''
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
